Missouri Humanities (MH) is honored to provide rapid-response funding to nonprofit cultural organizations that provide humanities programming and are facing financial hardship as a result of the coronavirus. Funding for this grant is provided by the CARES Act and the National Endowment for the Humanities.
Missouri Humanities is committed to equitable grant making and considers geographic diversity and the importance of reaching underrepresented communities in its funding decisions.

Key Parameters:
· [bookmark: _GoBack]MH will consider applications to support humanities-based projects or programs submitted by a 501 (c)(3)non-profit organization or a civic, educational, or cultural organization that operates as a non-profit, including (but not limited to) schools and other educational institutions, local government and governmental agencies, and civic associations.
· Grants will be made to Missouri nonprofit cultural organizations that provide humanities programming and are facing financial hardship due to the coronavirus.
· Grants are for general operating expenses or specific projects. No match is required.
· Funding requests will be reviewed internally by MH staff starting May 1, 2020 on a rolling basis. This fund will remain active until all monies have been committed.  Applicants will receive a response from MH staff within 21 business days of submission. 
· DUNS number is required by federal guidelines. While not required to apply, funds cannot be dispersed without this registration.
· Grants will be paid by check and delivered via USPS
· Grantees will file a final report within 90-days of receiving funds.
